Make settings of page characteristics in menu «File» (for MSWord version 2007 and higher «Page Layout» in the Ribbon). Choose paper format А4 in the book orientation (portrait). Set up the following margins sizes: top margin – 2.7 cm; bottom margin – 2.0 cm; back margin – 2.0 cm; exterior margin – 2.5 cm; binding – 0 cm. Turn on the option «Mirror margins». The distance from the edge to the top running head – 2.0 cm; to the bottom running head – 1.0 cm. Thereby the typing area (without running heads) has to have proportions 25(16.5 cm. 

We ask authors to pay attention to the fact that placement of the text on the page depends on resolution capacity installed in printer system. That is why before the final page-proof of the article it is necessary to install laser printer with resolution capacity 600 dpi on default.
Fonts and paragraph settings (style «Conference Title3»)
UDC: Font size – 9 pt, all letters upper case, indent 0. Paragraph intervals: before 54, after 0.
Authors: 9 pt, italics, all letters upper case, indent 0, central alignment of the text, interval before 6 pt, without hyphenating.

Affiliation must be placed at the bottom of the last page (after References). Times New Roman font with the size 9 pt, line spacing – «Minimum 11 pt».

Title 1: 11 pt, bold, all letters capitalized. First indent 0, central alignment. Interval before 6 pt, after – 9 pt, without hyphenating.
Annotation: 9 pt. (All paragraph) Left indent 1 cm, first line indent 0.8 cm, line spacing "Minimum 10 pt.". Interval after paragraph 9 pt.

Figures
Illustrations must be extremely pictorial, emphatic, explicit and distinct. It is necessary to unify graphically diverse illustrations, keeping uniformity of their design, inscriptions and notational conventions.

The number of images is usually not more than six, including Fig. a, b etc.

The most acceptable are vector editors: Word, CorelDraw, Excel, Visio and Origin.

If images are raster ones it is better to make them black-and-white, resolving capacity 600 dpi. Halftone (Foto) – 200 dpi. We accept graphical formats TIF, BMP, PCX. 

Sizes of images depend on their saturation of information: 

Simple images (with minimal quantity of information, so 2–5 curved lines) must be ( 5(6 cm ((1);

Complex (a lot of information) can have bigger size, taking into the account that image and caption have to be placed on the same page. The maximal image size in this case 165 (width) ( 180 mm.

On vector images the width of axes – 0.7–1 pt., curved lines – 1–1.5 pt. On raster images with resolution 600 dpi, the width of axes – 5–8, curved lines – 8–12 (see examples below).

The frame is not necessary if there are two axes with scales (unites) available. 

When curved lines are crossing each other, there must be used different line styles: solid, dashed, dotted, etc. Each element on the illustration has to be marked out by a number or a letter. In all the cases the designation of the element on each curved line have to be explained in the text.
If the image is presented full-scale (according to the sizes mentioned above), letterings on the images must be accomplished in English by the font Arial 9–10 pt.:

Numbering of curved lines (including alphabetic numbering) should be marked out by italics (oblique font – 1, 2, …; а, b, …);

Physical quantities on the axes should be denoted as well as in the text: Latin – in italics, Greek – in Roman type, vectors – semi-bold without heads etc.;

Physical values should be separated from units with coma, but not brackets. 

If the image consists of several photos, for example, а, b, c, it is better to place the letters (in italics) in the left bottom (top) corner on a white background with a frame. It is necessary to put metric scale in the right bottom corner on a white background without frame.

Images should be always placed in the text after reference to them.

There can be several variants of images layout:
If images references are placed close to each other, the images itself have to be placed nearby, and each lettering is beneath each image;

If the image consists of several fragments (a, b, c…), the lettering have to be placed under the entire image.

When using image-editor MS Word, it is inadmissible to create graphical objects in the article text. Before drawing it is necessary to create image through sequence of commands of menu: Insert ( Object ( Image Microsoft Word – and then draw (for MSWord version 2007 and higher tab «Insert» in the Ribbon, further «Test»-«Object»-«Object»-«Document Microsoft Word»).
Captions under images have to be printed separately from the image and have the font 10 pt. Starting with capital letter.

For complex images the conditions of parts description (a, b, c, …) must be given in captions. The description of image elements (curved lines on charts, details on sketches and diagrams) it is preferable to put in the article text, except for the cases, when lettering with the description does not exceed by volume 3–4 lines.
